	Talented Junior Award 
(An award of up to £100 may accompany this award).


	This award is aimed to assist talented junior sports people (under 18 of age) in their pursuit of excellence. A small financial award is given to applicants who demonstrate the promise of competing at an elite level. 

The application will be judged on the merit of the information given and will not necessarily set a precedent for future awards.

The award can be used to purchase equipment, for costs towards travelling to training or competitions.

· Examples of programmes or legacies which have enabled the sports, organisations, club’s work to be continued.
· Evidence of the wider impact the contribution has on the participants / performers they coach/have worked with (such as personal development, health and wellbeing and educational attainment).

	Disability Sport Volunteer of the Year Award

· These individuals lead by example, encouraging inclusion, being innovative in their practise, getting things done.

· Evidence of the wider impact on participants (such as personal development, health and wellbeing and educational attainment). 

· Evidence of the impact the individual has had on widening access to sport for disabled people 

· Evidence of providing opportunities and/or dedicated support within a mainstream sporting environment or a dedicated disability sport environment

Nominations must come from a Representative of an official sporting body, club, organisation or school.

Nominees must reside within Ceredigion or be a member of a school, club or organisation within its boundaries.

	Bronze Young Ambassador of the Year Award
	The Award will be made to the Bronze Young Ambassador/s, in the opinion of the selection panel, has made an outstanding contribution to the AYP programme as a Young Ambassador in a PRIMARY school in Ceredigion during the academic year 2023-24. They must be able to demonstrate their commitment to the sport/school/club.  The panel will be looking for a Bronze Young Ambassador who has consistently delivered lunchtime clubs and promoted sport and wellbeing within their school. 

This category is restricted to Bronze Young Ambassadors only.  Nominations must come from school staff. Schools may nominate individual/pairs of Bronze Young Ambassadors.
Nominees must be a current Bronze Young Ambassador in a Ceredigion County Council Primary School.

	Young Ambassador of the Year Award
	The Award will be made to the Silver, Gold Young or Play For All  Ambassador who, in the opinion of the selection panel, has made an outstanding contribution to the Physical Activity & Play programme in a secondary school or community club in Ceredigion during the academic year 2023-24. The panel will be looking for a Young Ambassador who has shown commitment to promoting the Physical Activity & Play programme to children and recruiting and/or mentoring parents and volunteers. The Nominee will also have promoted Fair Play within the activities undertaken. 

This category is restricted to Silver, Gold and Play For All Young Ambassadors only. 
Nominations must come from a Representative of an official sporting body, club, organisation or school.

Nominees must be a current Silver/Gold/Play For All Young Ambassador in a Ceredigion County Council Secondary School.
